Constitution

Article I- Name of Organization
	The name of the organization will be Amnesty International

Article II- Purpose of Organization
	The purpose of this organization will be to increase awareness of human rights issues that occur in the United States as well as around the world. As college students, it is important to be aware about what is going on in the world around us; this can be accomplished through group discussions and awareness fundraisers. 

Article III- Officers

Election of officers will require a majority vote from general membership. Officers should demonstrate leadership and dedication to the organization. Office terms last a full year. Officers will meet more often than general meetings in order to make sure the organization’s goals are being carried out.

· Represent organization on campus
· Preside over all meetings
· Insure the organization is operating within Bucknell standards
· Maintain regular communication with organization advisor
· Vice President
· Preside over meets in absence of President
· Schedule meetings and events
· Coordinate publicity of events
· Secretary
· Maintain an accurate record of all organization meetings
· Maintain a membership directory
· Treasurer
· Maintain accurate records of transactions
· Develop budget
· Arrange fundraising opportunities

Article IV- Elections

Elections will be held once a year in April before the conclusion of the year. Nominations will be taken two weeks in advance, and anybody that has been active in the club for one or more semesters qualifies. 





Article V- Membership

Membership in Amnesty International is open to all Undergraduate Bucknell University students and will not be restricted on the basis of race, gender, sexual orientation, ethnicity, religion or political affiliation.

Article VI- Finances

Amnesty International will not impose dues on its members unless necessary. When it becomes necessary dues must be approved by all executive officers. Money will be raised through fundraising. 

Article VII- Meetings

Amnesty International will hold regular meetings during the academic term except on holidays and examination periods. Meeting times will be determined early in the semester through a vote of the general membership. Attendance of all meetings is expected, but we understand possible conflicts. 

Article VIII- Affiliations
Bingford’s Amnesty International group is affiliated with the international non-profit organization Amnesty International. The Affiliate supplies the student group with important information on current human rights issues, and suggests ways in which our student group can be involved. 


BYLAWS


1. General assembly meeting format:
a. Meeting is presided over by the President, or by the Vice President in the President’s absence.
b. All elected officials must attend most meetings.
c. General meetings are open to the entire Sparkle community

2. Executive committee meeting format
a. Meeting is presided over by the President or by the Vice President in the President’s absence.
b. Executive meeting are open to all members.
c. All elected officials must attend meetings
d. Only elected officials have voting privileges at executive meetings.
e. In case of tie, the President’s vote will be the tiebreaker.
